The 2 groups (one per specialization and per year) will attend 2 trainings: One 6-days training in Serbia focusing on theory, and one 2-weeks-training/workshop on the European Partner campus focusing on pragmatic aspects, case studies, pedagogy and corporate relations for internships, partnerships, etc.
B) To give lectures and lead practical works in each College during 6-days sessions. Two “pilot” sessions (one per specialization) are given in each College during year 3.
C) To coach the 2 groups of Serbian professors when they design their new pedagogic tools.
D) To coach at distance (Email, telephone) the trained professors for any advice during year 3 and the Colleges for their corporate relations.
