	Curriculum reform, "Accounting", "Financial Accounting" and "Management Accounting". High practical result is achieved by the introduction of the methodological support, based on innovative solutions, new educational technologies with the creation of so-called "Portfolio". "Portfolio" provide for the creation of electronic versions, printed in A4 binder simple text lectures and collections tasks are updated annually with new materials regulatory and partly methodical nature, published in the right amount for the contingent of students, specially created publishing.

 New educational technology provides a high level of education, and information technology will allow students to be provided entirely by 100% updated training materials: texts of lectures, forms and collections of problems.

Organization of the educational process with the use of innovative educational technology will provide a transition to modern forms of organization of the educational process, based on the scientific organization of labor and the application of modern interactive teaching methods.             

	Subject area: academic disciplines
	The use of this methodology provides an accelerated study basic course in "Accounting", "Financial Accounting" and "Management Accounting" for a semester or 3-4 months.

	Relevance to national or regional priorities
	The overall objective of the project - the development and implementation of a new undergraduate program in accounting is available on the first level (undergraduate) at partner universities of Uzbekistan. To ensure that the partner universities of Uzbekistan have the necessary foundation for teaching the subject "Accounting" at the level of bachelor in accordance with the Bologna process, the international academic standards and the quality of the labor market needs of accountants. Academic courses include a basic course in "Accounting", "Financial Accounting" and "management accounting." At the beginning of the program will analyze the market needs of accountants in the future will be to develop a training program based on international accounting standards. The full definition of the course will be discussed by all partners, and for a detailed description of the object will be used by the financial models, estimates, algorithms and software to EXCEL. Following the development of the training program partners from Uzbekistan to develop training materials using foreign experience of presenting information on new teaching technologies. Meanwhile, high-quality education teachers through interactive teaching methods. Setting laboratory in Accounting based on modern information technologies will provide partners from Uzbekistan introduction of modern teaching technology for accelerated training of accountants. Of the examples of educational material will be developed in EXCEL, and can be implemented in practice of accounting. Electronic versions of the training and a computer program can be used for training and development of students' knowledge training, the teaching staff and university students. After the main course accreditation will equal thirds of the duration of the project. This program will prepare a new generation of highly qualified accountants in the economy, as well as contribute to the development of the National Accounting Standards of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

	A brief analysis of the need
	Higher education in the partner universities will be enriched by new modern educational modules "Accounting", provided EU partners. While the basis of these modules constitute proven in practice courses "Financial Accounting" and "Management Accounting", actively implemented by partners in the EU, their adaptation and modification will be a technical working group composed of experts known lecturers from partner universities . As a result of this work will be developed all the necessary course materials: texts of lectures, presentations, accompanying notes, text lessons and instructions for laboratory work. All training topics will include lab work. The project will create the necessary consulting, and financial and economic laboratories accounting problems. EU partners involved in the project, specialize in the three economic disciplines: "Financial Accounting", "Management Accounting" and the basic course "Accounting."

As employees of the EU, and the staff of partner universities will be the primary training in the use of interactive teaching. Experts from Central Asia will further laboratory training with the participation of staff from the EU, which will monitor the implementation of the first courses in the pilot phase. There will be regular conferences with the participation of all organizations of the project, aimed at structuring of the project, the review and evaluation of its results. Outside expertise will provide individual experts from the EU and the Central Asian region.

The project has already received extensive administrative support. In the future, will continue to work to administrative approval of a program. To disseminate information on the region will utilize national and regional educational summits and fairs. The results will be published on the website.
