Samarkand Institute of Economics and Service was established in 13 February 1931on the basis of Samarkand Cooperative Institute. According to the resolution №144 of the Cabinet of Ministry of the Republic of Uzbekistan on 26 March 2004 “Concerning of the Establishment of Samarkand Institute of Economics and Service” institute was renamed to Samarqand Institute of Economics and Service (SamIES).  
 The aim of institute is training of high-qualified specialists in the sphere of service.

SamIES has three faculties (“Economics and Management”, “Service and Tourism” and “Finances and Bank services”) and 15 chairs, 9 of them are major («Finances and Insurance services», «Book-keeping and audit», «Bank-savings service», «Economics», «Marketing», «International tourism and service in tourism», «Organization the sphere of service», «Management», «Professional education».)

The teaching staff of the Institute includes 184 teachers and professors, one of them is the member of Academy, 14 are Drs of Sciences, 86 are PhDs, and 4 are members of International Academia of Informatization. Scientific potential of the Institute comes to 53, 2%.
