Creation of new curriculum of   FLL for young learners
 After education sphere  had been reformed in Uzbekistan, secondary, technical secondary and high school was capable of training both profersionally, phychologically and morally our young people for the work in the most advanced spheres and fields but Foreign Language Learning got little attention  and affected teaching and learning in this domain.

     Today concerted emphasis is put on foreign language Teaching development, Government is strongly concerned with improving conditions of foreign language Learning and going to make radical changes in the sphere. According to the new Law adopted on December 10,2012 Language Learning should cover all the areas and spheres of education and social life. Deadline for succesfull implementation of new Law affirmed , is 2016.

      The history of foreign language teaching and learning in Uzbekistan closely connected with Soviet Russia methodology that starts with the 5 th form of secondary school education that is equal to age of Leaner’s under13 years old. Untill now schools in Uzbekistan do not possess clearly and competently  formulated curriculum of FLT for young learners as the result no significant efficacy is seen. It is with due regard of new law adopted as well as with regard to the progressive European experience that we should reform Foreign language teaching for  young learners and start teaching from young ages.
      Now, on the XXI century there are new requirements on learning and teaching where is the learner in the central focus. The terms and theories like communicative method of teaching and cognitive psychology are just entering Uzbekistan. Unless we acquire new concepts, we can’t  get best results in FLL and aligh with international standards. In this perspective Uzbekistan needs help of highly Developed countries.

The goal of the Project is:

1. Teacher development Short-term Training (maybe from 2 week-1, 2 months, maybe more)
2. to build new curriculum of FLL for young learners for secondary schools of Uzbekistan till 2016
3.  to develop resources on Foreign Language Learning for young learnes.
