INFORMATION ABOUT THE TITLE'S PRACTICE 

According to Ministerial Decision 69066/E5 Issue B, Sheet Nr. 998, 26/7/2006, the Department of Midwifery of the TEI of Athens is equivalent to the Department of Midwifery of the TEI of Thessaloniki.  

Access to further studies

A degree from the Department of Midwifery provides students with the right to further pursue post-graduate studies, in order to obtain a post-graduate specialization degree or a doctorate.

Professional Status

The degree leads to the legislatively acknowledged profession of a Midwife (Presidential Decree 351 14/6/89), following the issuance of a professional license by the Prefecture which requires registration in the Association of Midwives which is a Legal Entity, subject to Public Law (Legislative Decree 2593/1953).   

The profession of a midwife involves employment in:

a) Primary Care: Health centers, Regional Medical Offices, Community Medical Offices, Hygiene Stations, Obstetrics and Gynecological Medical Offices of the Social Security Institute (IKA) and in Medical Offices of other Public Corporations and Organizations.

At the National First Aid Center (EKAB), at transportation units for emergency obstetrics, gynecological and neonatal incidents, at Family Planning Centers and Departments.

b) Secondary and Tertiary Care: In the Department of Obstetrics of General and Specialized Hospitals. In Delivery Rooms, Outpatient Medical Offices for Obstetrics, Postnatal Departments, Prenatal Medical Test Departments and High Risk Pregnancy Units.

Gynecological Departments: Oncology, Outpatient Gynecological Medical Offices, Infertility Centers, Breast Departments.

Neonatal Departments: Neonatal Hospital Departments of 1st, 2nd and 3rd degree (Neonatal Intensive Care Unit). 

c) Graduates of the department can be employed in the field of education, according to the applicable legislation. They can also advance through all levels of administrative hierarchy in their field of specialization.

d) The Department's graduates can freely exercise their profession. A two-year professional practice associated with their field of education in Hospitals or in a Health Institutes and upon the issuance of a relative license by the Prefecture is a prerequisite. Training and practicing the Profession of a Midwife is in accordance with the European Directives of EEC 80/154, 80/155 (pertaining to the training of Midwives in the Community) which has become a state law by the Presidential Decree 97/31-3-86, Government Gazette 35, Issue A. The aforementioned Presidential Decree was amended by Presidential Decree 266/16-10-2003, Government Gazette 239, Issue A (pertaining to the free movement of Midwives in countries of the European Union) and which regards the adaptation of the Greek Legislation to the provisions of Directives: EEC 89/594, EEC 89/595.
